Job Overview: 

As part of the staff team, you will ensure Norwood offers a flexible, fun and exciting provision for neurodivergent children and young people and those with a neurodevelopmental disability from ages 5-25.

You will support and work with the children and young people during our weekday, weekend and holiday programmes, ensuring Norwood continually responds to the wishes, aspirations and needs reflected by the young people we support to provide a meaningful, flexible and creative offer.  You will deliver creative choice and cohort-based sessions, whilst working within the framework of OFSTED to ensure quality and compliance.

MAIN DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES 
Service Delivery

1. Support young people by ensuring the Hub offers a welcome and inviting space for the community

2. Ensure that all projects and activities are carried out in a manner which is compliant with all current legislation – including Safeguarding, Health & Safety, Ofsted, CQC and regulatory frameworks whilst managing risks to promote independence. 
3. Contribute to the design and deliver creative and thoughtful activities that promote equality and meet regulatory standards.
4. Deliver a timetable of activities for young people either in a 1:1 or larger group setting.

5. Follow the needs assessments of those children and young people in service, ensuring their needs are continually met, monitored and reassessed.
6. Work closely with families of children and young people accessing the service when identifying children’s wishes, needs and planning support, and to develop and maintain positive, professional partnerships with families.

7. Build and maintain relationships with colleagues within the team working in partnership to deliver excellent services
8. Support and have fun with the young people in the service. Administer medication and meet the children’s personal care needs as appropriate.

9. Attend relevant training as required to the role
General
